Mentoring Homes:



Residential homes, on site and off site, which consist of a house-parent, house-couple or house-family and 2 single mothers and their infants


Coaching Homes:



Single family houses/apartments where the mother and child, and father when appropriate, may live semi-independently while being coached, nurtured and made ready for independent living


On Campus Instruction:



Classes, clinics, participatory lessons, and many similar avenues for growth and development will be used. Some by our staff and others by cooperating organizations better able to meet the participant’s needs.


Ministry Fellowship:



Times of fellowship meals, activities and corporate gatherings will be planned to assist participants in being encouraged by and connected with their Bethesda family.


Support and Encouragement



Those graduated or in need of on-going support will find help and encouragement through many non-resident ministry resources

Requirements to participate:


A young mother expecting or already with child who is facing a housing crisis


Completion of drug, alcohol, and other addiction programs when needed


Mothers free of severe emotional or psychological conditions

If and when the opportunity arises Bethesda for Single Mothers will assist young men:


As these young mothers will be with us for several years it is recognized that remaining free of male relationships may not be within reason. It is also desired that the father of some of these children will seek to be a father to his child and husband to his child’s mother. Our desire is to not push this aside or seek to make the girls conform to a single parent life. Therefore we will seek God’s guidance in cultivating potential husbands into leading a godly home and Christian family.
